SOUTH SUDAN (From Prayerline)
The internal conflict in South Sudan continues.  Over the past three years, tens of thousands of people have been slaughtered; 2.2 million of the 11 million population have become internally displaced; and 600,000 are living outside the country as refugees.  
Recently there has been an intensification of the conflict and a further disintegration of the economic situation.  Food and fuel prices are rising sharply, there is increasing criminality.  Harvests have been disrupted, security continues to worsen, and in some of the worst affected areas, there is severe hunger with nearly four million people, a third of the population, now in urgent need of humanitarian assistance.
·       Pray for the Presbyterian Church of South Sudan, for its leaders and members during this time of crisis.
·       Pray that aid agencies will have the resources and ability to work quickly to bring food relief to those in need, thus avoiding people falling victim to severe malnutrition and hunger.  
·       Pray too for those currently short of food and / or concerned for the future.  Pray that they will know their faith in the Lord sustained during this time of great distress and that they would receive all the assistance they need.
