Remember those today those who are nearing the end of their lives. Pray for God’s hand to be upon any who are in need of special protection and care, giving thanks for His divine grace and mercy.  Give thanks for everyone who is involved in palliative and hospice care and for medical and nursing staff treating critically ill people in hospital. Ask God to pour out His life-giving hope, compassion and wisdom, especially in situations of difficulty and pain.

 Give thanks for the opportunity over the past term to teach children in Parent and Toddlers about Creation.  Pray for time of worship on Wednesday as children are taught that God has made us to worship Him.

Pray for Daniel Glassey as he prepares to leave this week for Thailand to work with Wycliffe. Pray too for the work of Wycliffe worldwide.  Give thanks for the completion of many works this year and for recent statistics which suggest that perhaps 111 language communities may be hearing the Christmas story this year in their heart language for the first time. Pray that all those people, who now have some or all of God’s Word in their heart languages, will respond and follow Jesus.
