· Our deaconess Mrs Eileen Black has been issued with and accepted a call from Friendship House / Great Victoria Street in Belfast. This will be her last Sunday and we will say goodbye to her in the morning service. We are giving people an opportunity to contribute towards a collection which will be passed on to Eileen at the end of October (the closing date for contributions will be the last Sunday in October and please put any contributions in the envelopes provided)
· Presbyterian Moderator, Rt Rev Dr Charles McMullen, has launched a special appeal for Indonesia, where tens of thousands of people are in urgent need of humanitarian assistance following the recent devastating earthquake and tsunami. In anticipation of a generous response from congregations, the Church has released £60,000/€67,800 to be distributed to its relief and development partners, Christian Aid and Tearfund. Both organisations are already working through their partners on the ground to get food, shelter and medical help to those in need. A third will also go to PCI’s partner organisation, the Communion of Churches in Indonesia (CCI), which is also working on the ground. On Sunday 21st October we will make envelopes available for you to make a contribution to this.
· Subscriptions for Wider World magazines are due now. This is a brilliant magazine for all Presbyterian women dealing with issues of life, family, mission and faith. Annual subscription is £6. Anyone interested speak to Rosemary Caskey.

After the harvest these gifts are distributed among the elderly and ill people who are unable to attend church. Last year gifts were distributed to over thirty homes. We thank you in anticipation of your generosity again this year.
